April 28, from NSW Police Force: A report will be prepared for the Coroner 

after a man died following a two-vehicle crash at St Ives this morning.  

About 9am (Saturday 28 April 2018), emergency services attended the intersection 

at Mona Vale Road and Stanley Street, after reports a Holden Astra and Toyota 

Hiace collided. As a result of the impact, the Holden crashed into a traffic pole. The 

driver of the Holden, a 90-year-old woman, and her passenger, a 94-year-old man, 

were trapped in the vehicle for some time. The woman was treated for minor

injuries. The man was taken to Royal North Shore Hospital with critical injuries, 

where he later died. The driver of the Toyota, a 43-year-old man, escaped 

uninjured and was taken to hospital for mandatory blood and urine testing. The 

road was closed for several hours while Crash Investigation Unit officers examined 

the scene.

Crashes are the #1 cause of injury and 

death for children. Take child passenger safety seriously. Remember, dead 

children don't cry.

they were told a man was damaging the toilets outside. When staff went to 

investigate they found there was no man and no damage, but when they returned 

after 15 minutes away from the store at 6pm they discovered the till draw open and 

$100 missing. Police are reviewing CCTV footage. 

HORNSBY Police have discovered a major drug hydro house after the owner 

checked on his property and discovered the tenant — who was not at the home at 

the time — had put a new partition wall in and hydroponic lights. Police say it is an 

extensive hydroponic set-up and their investigations are continuing. 

THORNLEIGH Residents were woken by a loud explosion in Lynrob Place on 

Sunday at 10.15pm when their homes were rocked and a Toyota Camry was found 

on fire outside. Police say the car had been stolen in Wahroonga. The car was 

destroyed and police are asking for any witnesses who saw the car being driven or 

parked to come forward. 

NORMANHURST An Indian national who was allegedly speeding in his red BMW 

while overtaking other cars and waving his hands and arms out of the sunroof 

along Pennant Hills Rd was charged with high-range drink driving after he had an 

accident. Police allege witnesses said they saw the car swerving and being driven 

dangerously on Sunday about 2.30am. When the driver lost control of his car it 

spun around several times before hitting a brick wall and then spinning across 

three lanes before halting. An off- duty police officer apprehended the driver and 

called Hornsby police. The 21-year-old from Hornsby was on an international 

licence and gave a positive roadside test. He was arrested and taken to Hornsby 

police station where he blew 0.166. The man’s licence was suspended by police 

and he will appear in court. 

HORNSBY Police are investigating an alleged assault that occurred in Albert 

Lane about 5.30pm on Friday, November 17 and are now asking for witnesses to 

come forward. A council ranger who was working near the lane carpark of 

Westfield Hornsby was allegedly assaulted as he was taking photos of a vehicle. It 

is alleged a male driver approached the ranger and an altercation occurred. Police 

say versions of what occurred are conflicting and they are seeking information from 

members of the public who may have witnessed the incident to come forward. 

TURRAMURRA Two Volkswagen Golf passenger cars were stolen from the 

garage of a home at Princes St between 11pm on Sunday and 4.30am on Monday. 

Thieves broke through the garage and took the keys to the two Golfs, one of which 

is valued at $25,000, the other at $45,000.

A ground floor window was jemmied open, 

allowing the thieves to get in the house. There is no reported value for the 

jewellery.

27 April, from Verismic Software: Thirty minutes — that’s the time it took a 

team of researchers to access security cameras, baby monitors, and other 



 

IoT devices through a Google search.  

Researchers at Ben-Gurion University warn that hackers have an unexpected 

resource in exploiting your environment: a Google search. IoT device 

manufactures set a default password for their devices, sometimes even sharing 

passwords between brands. “It only took 30 minutes to find passwords for most of 

the devices [used in the testing] and some of them were found merely through a 

Google search of the brand,” said Omer Shwartz, a Ph.D. student and researcher 

at Ben-Gurion.

From the draft 'Our 20 Favourite Crime Prevention Tips for Pedestrians': 

 

Tip#1: Make eye contact with drivers before crossing any road, even on a 

pedestrian crossing. Parents – teach your kids this life skill. Just because someone 

else decides to cross, doesn’t mean it’s safe for you. Your life – your decision. 

Tip#3: Put away your phone. Unplug your earphones. Give all senses to the job of 

keeping you safe. Concentrate whilst you are on that road. Even pause any 

involved conversations with those near you. 100% concentration please! 

Tip#6: At intersections, check for turning vehicles before you leave the kerb, and 

whilst you are crossing the road. Look in all directions, including over your 

shoulder! If you have a stiff neck, or limited movement, remember to turn your 

body. 

Tip#9: Be a role model for children. Don’t run across the road. Walk at a 

determined pace. This helps to avoid a trip or fall, and also gives time for a driver 

to predict your path. 

Tip#19: At night use a torch. Try and keep it pointing down and away from drivers, 

so as not to blind them.
