Areas of responsibility for the rangers are (not necessarily a complete list): parking,
companion animals, unauthorised events (eg in parks), goods on footpaths (eg
skip bins), animal management, building site management (eg hours, parking,
pollution), tree protection, sediment control, park patrols, noxious weeds,
abandoned vehicles, boats & boat trailers, shopping trolleys, bikes, advertising
frames.

He suggests a€"Snap, Send, Solvea€™ App for reporting problems to the
council.

A legally-registered vehicle can park where they want, as long as it is legal. New
legislation is progressing to limit trailers parked in streets to 3 months.

Advertising trailers? New legislation has been drafted to regulate a &€cestructure
designed & constructed for the purpose of advertisinga€e .

Variable Message Signs (VMS boards) with flashing lights can only be used for
road control and traffic movement purposes, such as the RMS signs.

Shopping trolleys? It is an offence to abandon an article in a public place.
