30 April, from the government's Stay Smart Online: SCAM warning - please 

share. Fake text (SMS) messages are circulating re: speeding tickets 

A fake text message is circulating that claims recipients have received a speeding 

ticket and directs them to click on a fake link to view details of their case. NSW 

Office of State Revenue says the scam text claims to be from the â€˜State 

Recovery Debt Officeâ€™ and many recipients are receiving the message from 

the number +45609910233. 

Do NOT click on the link. Delete the message. 

While the Office does send reminder text messages for overdue fines, these 

messages have a link to the correct website where the fine can be paid. This 

website can be found at www.sdro.nsw.gov.au. If you are unsure of the 

legitimacy of any message youâ€™ve received visit the Office of State Revenue 

website or call the Office of State Revenue on 1300 138 118 or Service NSW on 

13 77 88.

CareFlight's rapid response 

helicopter was called shortly after 3pm and landed on the golf course. CareFlight's 

medical team and NSW Ambulance assessed the man on scene before he was 

transported by road in a stable condition to Westmead Hospital.

motor vehicle offences in the Wahroonga area. Many of those vehicles were 

unlocked with property clearly visible inside. Last weekend several vehicles were 

broken into in West Pymble, again most were unlocked. These thefts were most 

likely by opportunistic thieves where a simple lift of the door handle opens the 

door. So once again people, LOCK YOUR CAR, Don't or avoid where possible 

leave propertry inside. Hide it out of sight if needed, but lock your car. Crime 

prevention and protecting your property starts with you.

From one of our readers: "Please ask pushbike riders to attach reflectors to 

the front and back of their bikes for safety on our narrow streets. At dusk, 

car drivers often donâ€™t see them without a reflector, as they arenâ€™t 

using a light on the front of their bikes." 

  

From the Roads & Maritime Services:  

  

Bicycle riders must not ride a bicycle at night or in hazardous weather conditions 

unless the bike displays a flashing or steady white light from the front, and a 

flashing or steady red light from the rear. The bike also requires a red reflector 

which is visible from the rear.

Essentials for your bike - Lights and reflectors 

Good quality lights and reflectors will increase your visibility on the road. Light 

emitting diode (LED) lights are extremely bright and require less energy to power, 

making your batteries last longer. Traditional incandescent lights require regular 

bulb changes and may not be as bright as LED lights. Human powered bicycle 

lights do not require batteries, but most will not operate without you physically 

pedalling. This means that when you're stopped, you could be difficult to see. It's 

best to seek expert advice on lights and reflectors to suit your needs. Pedal and 

wheel reflectors increase your visibility to other road users. By law, you must have 

your lights on between sunset and sunrise and in bad weather.
